ASD Orsa Maggiore and CC Roma Orienteering Club are organising a 3 day orienteering competition, which will be called Rome Orienteering Meeting 2013 (ROMe 2013). 

ROMe 2013 is intended to be a one-off Meeting given the lack of MO Venice 2013.

The Outline Plan is:

Friday 1 November - a night orienteering event in the beautiful parks and gardens of Villa Borgese with an Assembly Area over looking Piazza del Popolo and the whole of Rome.  Planner is one of Italy's most experienced orienteers Manu Manganelli.

Saturday 2 November - a middle distance race in the mixed park/land woodland of Villa Ada in the North of the City, some impressive ornamental lakes on this map too.  The middle race Planner will be former pop singer, Stefano Zarfati, who planned all 3 days of MOC 2012 and who will be controlling at WMOC Sestrierre.  Aim for the Saturday is to leave everybody with the PM for sightseeing.

Sunday  3 November - a morning sprint race in Rome's unmatchable historic Centre that will take place on a map that includes Circo Massimo, the Coloseum and the Tiburtine Island.  Planner will be Mike Edwards, and Stefano Z is already off seeking permissions to get you into as many places as we can.

The only downside is that you will miss the November Classic week end and the chance to run round Salisbury and Roundhill Copse (close to Brockenhurst).
All events will be accessible by public transport.  Entry fees probably 7 Euros per day. SI punching.

London City to FCO with Alitalia £179

Stansted to CIA with Ryanair £158

Gatwick to FCO with Easyjet £85
There are lots of timetable possibilities.  Basically all of these have an early morning option to travel out on Friday or Saturday morning and lots of flights

back, including a late Sunday one if you need to come back to work.

Travel from either airport (FCO, CIA) into Rome is about 45 minutes to an hour and best done with Terravison, about at €4 each way I think.
There are not many accommodation bargains to be had as we are in the centre of Rome (easy reach of events and tourist sites).

Apartment style self catering accommodation will be about Euro 30 per person per night.  Probably need to pay for a minimum of 3 nights, but we could book accommodation for, say, five days to allow trips to Pompeii, Vesuvius and the like (these are an easy train ride from Rome).
